The intent of the association was to create 
an association which would help protect the rights of ATV users, gain riding opportunities and help organize 
local chapter clubs which are vital to local trail system maintenance, funding and protection.

During the 1992 fiscal year a gentleman by the name of Randy Harden took over the President position 
for the association. Today, Randy still leads WATVA as president and has taken the association to a level 
of professionalism that no one has expected. Randy helped form a strong, positive relationship with the 
Wisconsin Department Natural Resources. This relationship has helped the association continue to grow and 
keep focused on its visions, missions and values.
